What happened to the rest of the scene?  There was more signing at the end without interpreters.  
�Do the words develop and increase carry the same meaning in the target language?  For example, would “Oral education is really taking off in Europe” be a more accurate representation of the glossed signs develop and increase?


�Does the English word “entire” match the meaning of the glossed sign “ALL COUNTRY”.  Does it refer to the entire country of Italy or all the countries of the world?


�Is the glossed sign “concern” represented in the target language?


�We talked with a consultant about the ambiguous sign at the end of this utterance.  They suggested to us that this may be an old sign for teacher.  i.e. the sign that looked like sign language is an old sign for teach (to transfer information) and the second sign on the body is actually the agent component of the sign teacher. Also, if you look at his lips he mouths the word teacher.  


�We were wondering if he was agreeing with the need for colleges for the deaf, but disagreeing on having those colleges be oral.  We came to this conclusion, because we saw the sign agree and saw him mouthing the word agree on  his lips.
