Children who grow up in poverty, when they become adults, are more likely to:

1.  engage in crime and be incarcerated
2.  use illegal drugs and abuse alcohol

3.  neglect and abuse their children

4.  suffer from poor physical health and mental illness

5.  be on public assistance
Benefits of early childhood development programs:

1. higher levels of verbal, mathematical, and intellectual achievement

2. greater success at school

3. higher employment and earnings

4. better health outcomes

5. less welfare dependency

6. lower rates of crime

7. greater long-term gov’t. revenues & lower gov’t. expenditures
(yes, most studies suggest they are cost effective in the long run!)
