 Cumulative Causation
Concept:  International migration sustains itself in ways that make additional movement more likely over time.
factors affected by migration:

1. distribution of income

2. concentration and use of land
3. culture: values & aspirations

-the materially successful migrant/consumerism

-migration as a “normal” process

-rite of passage for young males
-migrant women gain greater power & influence through their contributions to household income

4. social meaning of work, social labeling

5. unrealistic expectations
