Brochure and Overhead

Part 1:  Brochure

Create a brochure using AppleWorks in the Draw mode and following the design principles  discussed in class.  The brochure may focus on any topic that is appropriate to your future teaching position.  Your brochure must include the following components:

· Title

· Subheads

· Body text

· Visuals (photographs, clipart or drawings)

When your design is complete, place it in your public folder, aka PUBLIC_HTML or p:drive.  See the Mac Basics for this process.  No printout is required for this assignment.

Part 2:  Overhead Transparency

Using AppleWorks in the Draw mode, create an overhead transparency that you would use in the classroom.  If appropriate, your overhead may support the brochure you are creating.  It can be a list of key points, a diagram, an announcement, or any other type of visual that would support the activity in your brochure.

Consider the following points:

· Text must be large enough to be read from a distance—at least 18pt.

· Don’t include too much information—overheads are meant for key ideas only.

· Use the design guidelines we discussed in class to make the overhead easy and rewarding to read.

When your design is complete, print a hardcopy and turn it in during class during the week of April 16-19.

While it is not required for this class, if you wish to print our your overhead on a transparency, take your hardcopy to the library, purchase a transparency at the checkout counter and use the copiers there to copy your original onto transparency film.
