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Good morning, WOU Moodlers! Do you still have students in your

Moodle course after they’ve dropped your class? This is because

Moodle’s auto-enrollment process only adds new students but does

not delete students from your course.

It’s a good idea to remove dropped students as soon as possible if

you have sensitive course material online. The good news is that

the process for removing dropped students has not changed since

the upgrade! Here’s a quick refresher on how to remove those extra

students whenever you’re ready:

Start on your course page1.

Click Users and then Enrolled Users (in the Administration block)2.

Find a student’s name3.

In the far right column under Enrollment Methods, click the little X in the box next

to Manual enrollments from... and then confirm your decision to unenroll that student.

You can also use this same page to manually add users to your course. This can include

students, teaching assistants, guest faculty, etc. Just click the Enroll users button, choose a role

from the drop-down menu, and search for a name. Click Enroll next to the user of your choice

and you’re ready to go!
